Reasons I am opposed to SB337
1. The practice of Interior Design does NOT affect public safety and welfare, and thus should not be regulated, nor licensed by the state.

2. The numbers are mis-calculated for the financial impact statement.

a. There are less than 100 NCIDQ qualified designers in the state according to this bill

b. As this is a VOLUNTARY registration, I question the number that 950 designers will sign up

c. Since this is a 2 year registration, the financial impact statement does not address the need for 1000 designers to register every year, just in order to break even. 

3. There are 34 members of the National Association of the Remodeling Industry (Central Indiana Chapter) opposed to this bill.

In his veto letter, the governor quotes “renowned national columnist George Will” who devoted an entire column to this issue when Nevada and Utah were facing similar legislation that year.  Governor Daniels says that Will “rightly characterized” this type of legislation as “rent seeking” and gave his own paraphrase of that term: “using government authority to obtain private advantage.”  The governor then quotes Will’s conclusion:
"But government licenses professions to protect the public and ensure quality. It licences engineers and doctors because if their testable skills are deficient bridges collapse and patients die.  The skills of interior designers are neither similarly measurable nor comparable disastrous when deficient."
