Dear Senator,

I was re-reading Governor Daniels veto of SEA490 in May, 2007 (the similar legislation to SB337), and came across a very potent paragraph.

In his veto letter, the governor quotes “renowned national columnist George Will” who devoted an entire column to this issue when Nevada and Utah were facing similar legislation that year.  Governor Daniels says that Will “rightly characterized” this type of legislation as “rent seeking” and gave his own paraphrase of that term: “using government authority to obtain private advantage.”  The governor then quotes Will’s conclusion:

"But government licenses professions to protect the public and ensure quality. It licences engineers and doctors because if their testable skills are deficient bridges collapse and patients die.  The skills of interior designers are neither similarly measurable nor comparable disastrous when deficient."

The more I read this bill, Senator, the more I am becoming concerned, not only as a businessman, but also as a tax-payer, that our state senate is proposing to spend another $100,000 per year on a frivolous registry.

Again, I urge you to oppose this bill.
